Serious Safety Concern


The area in front of the school, on both sides of the street, is considered a Bus Loading Zone. It is a “no stopping” area from 8:30 a.m. until 4:30 p.m. This is to ensure the safety of children crossing the street as they come to school or return home. Currently, we have many cars parking, to pick up or drop off students, in this area. This creates a serious safety concern. We ask that you do not park in this area. We are concerned that someone may get seriously hurt if this situation does not improve.
