Information from SAC 
 

Parent council held their budget meeting November 8th 2011. From that meeting the following 
monies were approved based on the operating budget of $14,722.73. 
 
-$100.00 was given for the Monster Mash for 2012;  
-$500.00 was used for the Santa Claus parade float;  
-$1500.00 for Fun Day;  
-$2900.00 was asked for upgrades within the Playground. A picnic table was purchased for 
621.50 and fibre glass hockey mini nets were purchased at 1267.91for the kids to use during 
recess. Of the money spent there is still $1010.59 left for the installation of the table and other 
equipment that could be used for the yard; -$200.00 was given for purchasing products neces-
sary for popcorn. This was used for the movie night and still plenty of funds left over for future 
popcorn activities. -The Catholic Education Foundation received $100.00;  
-$150.00 was given for turkey baskets; 
-Over $5,500.00 was given for student allocations; this includes $10.00 per student for student 
education activities;  

-$100.00 for book fair prizes;  

-$100.00 for communion and reconciliation and Chris Jackson reading $450.00+; 

- $350.00 was for the grade 8 graduation and $250.00 for the bible camp and $767.83 was given 
for use of synervoice system.
