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Yard Supervision
Morning yard supervision does not start until 8:40 a.m. Please do not drop off your child(ren) off prior to 8:40 a.m., as there will be no supervision!  Late arrivals cause delays and unnecessary interruptions at the start of our day.  Being on time for school is one of the most valuable life lessons you can teach your children for future success.  Let’s aim for no lates this year!
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A safe arrival program is in effect.  In order for the program to work efficiently, you are requested to contact the school at 613-379-2991 whenever your child will be late or absent.  A message may be left indicating your child’s name, grade and teacher and your name.  If the school has not received a call regarding an absent student, the office staff will use the contact information provided to locate the child or the parent regarding the absence.  Thank you for your assistance.

  Student agendas have been distributed to each student from Grade 1 to Grade 8.  These books are to help students develop their organizational skills and work habits.  They are great personal calendars and organizers and are perfect for the students to record homework, upcoming dates, reminders, etc.  They also serve as a communication book if you wish to jot a note to your child’s teacher, or vise-versa. Your child is expected to take his/her agenda home each evening and return with it to school the next day.  There is not charge for the agendas this year, but if you would like to make a donation towards the cost of these tools, please send it with a note indicating that it is for the purchase of the agendas.
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Spring and fall are the seasons when HEAD LICE (pediculosis) commonly infest school children.  Please check your child’s head weekly.   If you find evidence of head lice or nits, information about how to revoke them is available from your family doctor, health unit and pharmacies. Please inform the school as students must be free of lice and nits before they are to return to school and a re-inspection reveals no live lice or nits.  Volunteers are needed to check students’ heads during outbreaks or when an outbreak is suspected.  If you are interested in helping check students’ heads, please contact the office.
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St. Patrick Catholic School has a well-organized Catholic School Council which meets on a regular basis.  The Catholic School Council is a valuable asset to our school community.  All parents are invited and encouraged to become involved.

Our first school council meeting will be held on September 19, 2011 at 6:30 pm.  Everyone is welcome to attend.
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Friday, September 23, 2011 is a P.A. Day.  Staff from St. Patrick will be joining with staff from other schools in our board for a day of faith related workshops.
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It was wonderful to see so many of you at the open house on Wednesday.  Many parents had a chance to meet the new teachers and see what their children have been doing.  If you would like to speak with your child’s teacher through the school years, please call the school or send a note in your child’s agenda. 
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We are always looking for parent volunteers at the school.  If you are able to help out, please do not hesitate to give us a call.
In order to comply with our Board’s policy on volunteers who have regular and direct access to students must have a valid Police Checks (Criminal Background Checks).  Volunteers without a valid Police Check will not be permitted to work with children at school or on field trips.  Police Checks forms can be obtained from the school secretary and then taken to the OPP Napanee detachment for processing.  A police check is valid for three years.  
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Nurses from the KFL&A Public Health Unit will be at the school on Sept. 26 to give the first round of Hep B/Menengitis vaccines to the grade 7 students, and the HPV vaccine to grade 8 girls.  The second round of vaccines for Hep B/Menengitis will be later in November. Please call the Public Health Unit if you have question concerning these vaccines.
