· Classroom size is limited to 18-20 in the primary grades.  There are two grade 3 classes, grade 4, grade 4/5, grade 5, grade 6 (30 students) and two grate 7/8 classes.

· Paula Johnson-Young, Youth Worker, will be at St. Patrick for most of her time once transition of St. James Major (Sharbot Lake) to John XXIII (Umbrella School), has gone smoothly.  

· The food-sharing project is still available and as in the past, the users of this program are kept confidential.

· New staff has joined our community and they include:  Mrs. Lockhart, Ms. Adam, Ms. Woodcock, Mme. Vincent, Mrs. Sluytman and Mrs. Hutchings.  Mrs. Cassidy has returned from maternity leave.
