i) Fundraising Report Janet McCombe


	· Marion Plunkett – presented a quilt donated by Mrs. Plunkett Sr. as a future fundraiser.  There are new rules for fundraising outlined by the Board of Education and this will be further reviewed in September 2011.  It was requested by Council that Marion type a history or add a quilt label to the quilt.  School Council will send a thank you note to Mrs. Plunkett Sr. for the donation of the 

beautiful quilt.

· A total of $1802.00 was raised with 3 movie nights, Pizza raffle, ice cream sales, and Mother’s Day basket raffle.

· School Council raised almost $6000.00 this year.

· Pizza Pizza fundraiser will go towards to grade 8 trip next year, however, the new nutrition guidelines will need to be reviewed before a final decision is made.

· Kelly Calthorpe commented that from a parent’s perspective there was a lot of fundraising this school year.  Other members of council noted that once the playground equipment was paid for, there would not be as much pressure to fundraise.

· A new smart board for the teachers will be delayed until September when discussions will resume.  Melissa Elliot suggested that before another Smart Board is purchased, School Council would want to ensure that they are being used frequently as they currently appear to be under-utilized.  Nadia agreed that they are being under-utilized and that this is a result of teachers not getting the technological training needed to utilize them to their full potential.
